Miss Montana USA spoke
to us of her plans for her fu-
ture and told us her uncom-
fortable reason for going into
this field. Miss Anseth grew
up in Billings, was a BUG
from Meadowlark School
and a cheerleader at Billings
Sr. High. She is now a
sophomore at Rocky Moun-
tain College majoring in
Education with a minor in
Special Ed. She wants to instruct her students about
standing their ground against bullying. She has a
very profound reason for this aim.

January 25, 2010 Michael Mace, President of
Rocky Mountain Collegewas our speaker for the
day. He came to Rocky Mt. during a time when the
college was in financial crisis and he turned them
around. That was 5 years ago.
He planned to stay for 6
months to get things straight-
ened out but was then asked to
stay on. He has now been
president for 4 '5 years. At the
time the college was a liberal
arts college with about 800
students, 48 horses and 9 air-
planes.

As a young student she was bullied by a classmate.
This continued into high school but got worse. The
boy had his friends help him in his efforts and de-
spite going to her teacher and the principal, it got
worse. The school officials did nothing. Her father
helped but to no avail. At one point she missed 2
months of school because of fear of this boy. Her
mission is to bring more attention to this problem as
about 40% of children are bullied at some time in
their school life.

Today the college is still a lib-
eral arts college, mostly pro-
fessional with the possibility to serve 1400 students.
It is well financed and debt free. They have a physi-
cian assistance program that has been revamped and
includes a dental portion and end of life instruction.
It is one of the best in the nation. The tuition is
somewhat more than a state sponsored institution but
there are tuition helps for about 90% of the students.
